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The	takeaways	of	this	session	are	presented	in	the	form	of	the	“Questions”	that	the	session	topics	
generated	as	advanced	issues	to	consider	by	the	institutions	in	their	planning	ahead:	
	

1. Signature	Courses	appear	to	be	very	resource	intensive;	therefore	it	is	key	for	the	institution	to	
consider	in	their	planning	and	crafting	of	signature	courses:	

• Who	will	be	teaching	those	courses?	
• How	to	get	faculty	engaged	in	the	development/creation	of	courses?	
• What	are	the	incentives	and	rewards	for	faculty	engagement?
